KiwiSaver Scheme.

Jason had $10,000 in the fund at the start of the year and did not make any further contributions. At the end of the year, Jason
received a return after fund charges were deducted of $984 (that is 9.84% of his initial $10,000). Jason did not pay anything in other
charges. This gives Jason a total return after tax of $984 for the year.

Currency Hedging

Some of the asset classes in the fund have exposure to foreign currencies. As at 31 March 2024, the actual currency hedging is as
follows:

International fixed interest — 99% hedged (benchmark 100%)

International equities — 54% hedged (benchmark 51%)

Listed property (Australasian) — 100% hedged (benchmark 100%)
Listed property (International) — 135% hedged (benchmark 139%)

2. BT Funds Management (NZ) Limited is the scheme provider and Westpac New Zealand Limited is the distributor of the Westpac KiwiSaver
Scheme.

3. Therrisk indicator for the fund is calculated based on the volatility of returns over the past five years, which may not be a full investment cycle. In
some cases the risk indicator might differ if calculated using a longer timeframe.
